TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION  

 òOctaveó comes from the Latin word for 

òeight,ó and since eight is one step beyond seven, 

the number of days in a week, it has long been seen 

as a symbol of perfection, completion, and new be-

ginnings. Early Christians called Sunday the òeighth 

day,ó since it was the day after the Sabbath and a 

day of resurrected life, the Lordõs Day. By the sev-

enth century, people regarded the eight days after 

Easter Sunday as one great day, an octave, one glo-

rious feast when people were forbidden to fast or 

kneel. In the seventh century, Pentecost acquired an 

Octave, too. Christmas didnõt claim the honor of a 

continuous feast, but it did get an Octave Day. Janu-

ary 1 is the oldest Marian feast, the Octave of Christ-

mas. It was originally a feast of the motherhood of 

Mary, although for centuries until 1969 it was called 

the Feast of the Circumcision. Our reformed calen-

dar follows the earlier tradition of celebrating Mary 

as Mother of God.
